Specialist environmental management and compliance consultancy opens in East London to help property owners meet ‘green’ legislation requirements
Local entrepreneur launches new business as part of Envos’ UK network

A new environmental management and compliance consultancy is opening in East London to serve property owners and businesses across Canary Wharf, Stratford, Romford and Illford, helping them to meet the new environmental legislation requirements for selling and letting commercial property.
The new East London office of Envos, the rapidly-growing UK-wide environmental consultancy, will specialise in environmental and energy use audits for commercial and residential property, including Energy Performance Certificates (EPCs), BREEAM, Display Energy Certificates and Code for Sustainable Homes, and will provide in depth energy-use surveys as a basis for identifying energy saving actions to cut bills and reduce carbon footprints. 

The franchise is being established by entrepreneur Maurice O’Gorman, who will draw upon the environmental consultancy teams that Envos has across the capital in addition to recruiting consultants specifically for the East London office.
As of January this year any commercial property leased or sold has to have an EPC before it is put on the market, under new European Union Energy Performance of Buildings Directive laws aimed at improving energy efficiency. April 2010 marks the implementation of another piece of environmental legislation, the Carbon Reduction Commitment, which will incur penalties for large energy-using companies that don’t take steps to improve their energy efficiency.
Currently around 49% of all energy used in the UK goes on heating buildings and Envos believes that that when landlords and building owners take steps to improve the energy efficiency of their buildings they become significantly more attractive to potential buyers and tenants and protect the value of their property investments.

Maurice O’Gorman, Director, Envos East London, says: “There is a huge opportunity in East London for environmental property businesses. The Olympic site is one of the biggest areas of redevelopment in the country and Canary Wharf is home to a very concentrated population of businesses. Whether properties are new build or existing, they are now subject to one form of environmental legislation or another, which provides a great opportunity for established environmental consultancies such as Envos.
“Businesses need to wake up to the fact that energy-inefficient buildings damage profit margins as well as the environment, especially with the increase in energy prices we have seen this year. Energy-efficiency has a knock-on effect on the rental value or sale value of properties, as well as the running costs.  We estimate that companies can save a minimum of 20% of their building energy costs by undertaking simple and relatively cost effective energy efficiency measures.”
