Specialist environmental management and compliance consultancy opens in Guildford to help property owners meet ‘green’ legislation requirements
Local entrepreneurs launch new business as part of Envos’ UK network

A new environmental management and compliance consultancy is opening in Guildford to serve property owners and businesses across Surrey and Berkshire, helping them to meet the new environmental legislation requirements for selling and letting commercial property.
The new Guildford office of Envos, the rapidly-growing UK-wide environmental consultancy, will specialise in environmental and energy use audits for commercial and residential property, including Energy Performance Certificates (EPCs), BREEAM, Display Energy Certificates and Code for Sustainable Homes, and will provide in depth energy-use surveys as a basis for identifying energy saving actions to cut bills and reduce carbon footprints. 

The franchise is being established by husband and wife team Andy and Deborah McBean and will primarily operate across Guildford and Reading and the surrounding counties. The McBeans will draw upon the environmental consultancy teams that Envos has across the South East in addition to recruiting consultants specifically for the Guildford office.
As of January this year any commercial property leased or sold has to have an EPC before it is put on the market, under new European Union Energy Performance of Buildings Directive laws aimed at improving energy efficiency.

Currently around 49% of all energy used in the UK goes on heating buildings and Envos believes that that when landlords and building owners take steps to improve the energy efficiency of their buildings they become significantly more attractive to potential buyers and tenants and protect the value of their property investments.

“This year we’ve seen a significant increase in energy prices and this has a knock-on effect to the rental value, running costs and the sale price of commercial properties, with energy inefficient buildings damaging profit margins, as well as the environment,” states Envos Guildford & Reading Director Andy McBean.

“With EPCs now in force potential buyers and tenants can instantly judge how efficient a building is and, it is widely predicted that buildings gaining poor EPC ratings will see their value and rental yield reduce. Equally for companies staying in existing premises, we estimate they can save a minimum of 20% of their building energy costs by undertaking simple and relatively cost effective energy efficiency measures and an EPC will help them identify what measures they should prioritise.”
