Local entrepreneur launches new franchise as part of Envos’ UK network

Simon Vamplew, Director, Envos Gloucestershire, says “There is vast scope for Envos to assist businesses and property owners in the region. There is a wide range of new environmental legislation now being implemented that requires businesses to record their energy use and demonstrate they are taking steps to cut their carbon output. While this can seem daunting it is also a strong opportunity for businesses to save money on energy bills and demonstrate their green and CSR credentials, and we expect to see increasing demand for consultancy services which enable them to achieve these goals.”
